
�Use the gel on dry or lightly to 
moderately exudative wounds.  
For initial application, debride the 
wound bed of slough and necrotic 
tissue. HYCOL® Gel should be applied 
directly to the wound with an  
applicator of choice.

�Apply gel to the wound bed.  
The amount applied depends on 
the wound depth and size. Initial 
application may require more gel  
than subsequent applications.
